The Contractor shall furnish plant material shown on the drawings, as specified and as
indicated on the plant list. The Owner or his authorized representative shall be notified
prior to the beginning of planting operations.

STANDARDS: All plants shall be in accordance with the American Standard For Nursery
Stock, latest edition, published by the American Association of Nurserymen, Inc. with
regard to sizing and description.

QUALITY: All plants shall be nursery grown and hardy under climatic conditions similar
to those in the locality of the project.
